Alternative Education

As Michigan joins the nation in the Race to the Top, we are painfully aware that we are leaving many of our students at the bottom. Recognizing the need for high academic achievement is not enough if we do not also include flexibility in the access and delivery for students who need alternative ways to achieve and succeed. Alternative Education programs provide this opportunity for thousands of students across the state, ensuring that the rigor of our curriculum is achieved with student engagement, determination, and preparation for their next steps in learning and career pathways.

Priorities:

· Maintain Alternative Education programs and options for students across the state.

· Allow additional standard assessment tools to demonstrate academic growth for reporting Adequate Yearly Progress, with student data going back to sending schools. 

· Look at longitudinal data to account for student progress, not only as a measure for the last school 
of enrollment.

· Meet Michigan High School Requirements by networking with local districts, local resources and state-approved programs, utilizing alternative education pathways.

· Review the current pupil accounting process to have the FTE follow the student in a prorated attendance formula.

· Create an Alternative Education Certification/Endorsement for teachers.
